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Our Chocolate Bayou Polymers Plant 
produces high-density polyethylene 
(HDPE) resins that our customers convert 
into consumer products. These include 
plastics for house wares, building 
materials, automotive parts, food 
packaging, personal care products, and 
grocery bags.

Our site is a major economic engine for 
the community by providing skilled jobs, 
by purchasing millions of dollars in local 
goods and services and by paying taxes 
to support local schools and government 
services.
